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Learning Exploration: The Wonders of the World

Now that we have learnt a lot about our local geography and history, it’s time to explore the World.
This learning exploration will support children to learn about the world we live in, including being
able to name and identify the continents and oceans. This will enable children to explore and
appreciate the world beyond Barnstaple and find out about the natural and human-made “wonders”.

Hook into learning:

Children will be presented with a passport to create in preparation for their journey around
the world this half term. Children will also work in collaborative teams to find the different
pieces of the world map puzzle in the Go Wild and then create the puzzle together.

Journey through the exploration

We will learn about the names for the continents and oceans and where they are located, thinking

about the questions:
* What are the seven continents of the world and what are the names of the oceans?
* What is similar and/ or different about the continents, their locations and their environments?

To make this learning meaningful to the children, we will explore the wonders of the world and give
children time to find out about each one’s location and special qualities. We will ask the children:
* Which continent would you choose to visit and why?

We will explore and compare different types of maps and compare different populations of our
continents, asking the question 'Why is there a difference?’
